dinosaurs, Mesozoic marine reptiles, Pterosaurs, and a handful of crowd-pleasing prehistoric
mammals such as Smilodon. Each entry begins with a list of key facts (meaning of name, size,
when and where it lived, what it ate, key museum where it can be seen) followed by the field guide,
which combines interesting and up-to-date material with playful warnings such as:AfA¢A a -A A“lf
youAfA¢A & -A a,¢re not mentally prepared, encountering an Opthalmosaurus on a snorkeling
expedition can be an unnerving experience AfA¢A & -A & ce imagine if that giant shark from Jaws
had grapefruit-size peepers and an even nastier disposition.
