These cards have very basic English vocab words like "adept" and "predecessor". | use them with a
12-year-old girl | tutor. So far, we haven’t run across any words that she already knows. Studying
with flashcards is a good activity for her. We can quickly run through a few cards as a break from
other tutoring activities.l can’t give 5 stars, because sometimes the definitions on the cards are too
advanced and use words of equal or greater difficulty, e.g. using "transitory" to define "transient".
When teaching someone with a rudimentary vocabulary, I'd prefer to have definitions that use
simple words.The cards are somewhat flimsy and could bend or tear easily. Use with care, and
store them in the box. The box does come with a nice divider to place between the words you've
learned and the rest of the set. It also has quite a few blank cards for adding your own vocab
words.Each card does include a sentence for the word that helps put its use in context as well as a
couple of synonyms. Overall, these were a good buy. | would recommend them for middle school
students and their parents and teachers. | am looking for something more advanced to recommend

to my high school students.
