I've never been a devotee of werewolf stories, but | regardless found this series to be very
entertaining. Bethany Wicker’s writing has gotten better and better as the series has progressed,
and this trilogy-capper sent the series out pretty much exactly how | wanted it.At the end of Aluna,
our heroine Lena discovered she was pregnant with Kane’s child.

And so, on top of having to deal with a way-overprotective Kane, their
hunter friends being infiltrated by agents of The Order, and the brewing final battle with those who
would see all werewolves "cured" or destroyed, Lena has a lot on her plate.This series has been
action-packed and not overly long, which makes every book a quick, easy read. If you love werewolf

stories (or dark fantasy in general), then read The Aluna series!
