It is not long before she makes
friends with Tori (Spanish). Having always loved horses and horse shows etc. Kate is surprised
when Tori admits to having never been near a horse let alone ridden one. When the girls both get
offered jobs in exchange for riding lessons at a local stable Tori’s parents say "No" due to her mom
being very scared of them. This really tests Kate’s commitment to Tori as she longs to be back on a
horse. However the girls had made an agreement that if both of them couldn’t work there, neither
one would.What happens when Pete goes missing? Where is he? How does this change
things?This book is for ALL youngsters who not only love horses but enjoy books that emulate good
friendships.
