When German peasants rose up against the nobility, Luther urged the

aristocracy to slaughter them. He was a ferocious anti-Semite and a virulent misogynist, even as he

argued for liberated human sexuality within marriage.  A distinguished historian of early modern

Europe, Lyndal Roper looks deep inside the heart of this singularly complex figure.
