Twenty writersÃ¢â‚¬â€•among them such notables as

Billingham, Box, Bruen, Connolly, and McDermidÃ¢â‚¬â€•combine forces to tell the story of private

investigator Perry Christo, a former NYPD homicide cop whoÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s hired by a society woman

to find her missing daughter, Angel, who doesnÃ¢â‚¬â„¢t know that sheÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s about to

become a fabulously wealthy heiress.
