I agree with some of the other readers in that it was a little

too short for my taste. I would have liked to see more character development (especially in the main

character) and perhaps a little more background info on the abuser (Dad). I think it is very realistic of

what happens in dysfunctional families.

I have been blessed in that I lived in a fairly normal home. I had two wonderful parents -- in fact, I

am fortunate to have them both even now. At this writing, my mother is 89 and my father is 95. Our

family situation wasnt always perfect, but in retrospect, I realize that I had a normal-to-very-good

upbringing.I've always felt concern for children raised in abusive home, even if it hasn't been my

personal expeience. I appreciated this story in that it showed how it is about living in an abusive

home. At the beginning, Emily Miller, the main character (the story is told in 1st person) shows her

father demanding that she take pictures of her deceased mother in her casket! Then it drops back to

previous events that led up to that moment.But then the story continues. Her father continues his

abusive habits, and as time goes on, he manages to estrange his children. It doesn't take long to

read, but it's emotional impact hits right in the face. I was grateful that Emily was able to get on with

her life.No two "abusive families" are exactly alike, but I think that this storypaints an accurate

picture.
